® Various types of wood such as Oak, various exotic woods, etc. contain
water-soluble substances, which become active when overcoating with
water-based furniture coatings. To prevent discolouration or marks
(these can be more or less pronounced depending on the origin of the
wood), when coating oak, larch and other types of wood rich in active
substances we therefore recommend priming them first with Aduro
Primer (2523).

In order to improve the firmness of the subsequent coating, we recommend
drying overnight at room temperature. In addition, this keeps the content of
solvent residues in the paint film low.
Lower temperatures and/or high level of atmospheric humidity can increase
the drying time.

Sanding straight through must be avoided, as this may lead to differences in
the grain accentuation, which are further increased by yellowing with aging.
